The Buyer, his employees and sub-contractors are expected to perform all logging operations in
a safe manner as required by applicable laws and regulations. The Commission expects the Buyer to
ensure that logging crewmembers dress in protective attire, and perform their duties with equipment in
accordance with standards established by the logging industry and the Occupational Safety and Health
Administration (OSHA).

The PGC recommends that logging crews working on State Game Lands be trained in safe
logging techniques and sound environmental logging practices though a formal training program such

1) ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS

All contractors, subcontractors and consultants of the Buyer must be pre-approved by the
Commission. The Commission reserves the right to reject any subcontractor at its sole
discretion. If Contractor enters into any subcontract(s) not previously approved by the
Commission, the Commission shall have the right to require the Contractor to terminate such
contracts.

This 539-acre sale contains 8 harvest blocks.

Payment for Block 3 (9% of the bid price) is due at contract execution. Final payment is
due No Later Than 120 days before the expiration of the Agreement.

Sawtimber volumes were determined using a 100% tally. Pulpwood volumes were determined
using a 10 BAF prism cruise in all blocks.

Operator must contact PA One Call prior to the start of any operations.
Whole tree harvesting is NOT permitted in blocks 1,2,3, and 5.

Whole tree harvesting is permitted for trees less than 12” dbh only, in blocks 4, 6, 7, and 8.
Trees greater than 12’ dbh must be cut to length in the woods.

The use of grapple and cable skidders is prohibited in blocks 1, 2, 3, and 5. A forwarder must
be used to remove material in these blocks.

Grapple and cable skidders are permitted in blocks 4, 6, 7, and 8.

No harvest operations may take place in blocks 7 and 8 prior to September 1, 2024. Road
improvements into these blocks may be made prior to this date.

No permanent paint may be used by bidders for marking/cruising this sale area.

BOUNDARIES, BLOCKS, AND CUTTING INSTRUCTIONS

Game Land boundary, roads, pipelines, herbaceous openings, and spring runs are to be kept free

Tops and slash must be kept back 10’ from any residual tree.

4) GAME LAND ROADS TO BUILD / IMPROVE

a)

Road to Build/Improve
The contractor is responsible for constructing and maintaining 500’ of new haul road. This
road will extend from the end of the existing road along blocks 1 and 2 along the edge of the
herbaceous opening to the top of the herbaceous opening. Two existing sections of haul road
totaling 7,685’ must also be improved. Thes road segments include 3,823’ of road starting at
the end of the last field going into blocks 4 and 5 ending at the second landing; and 3,862’
starting at the food plot entrance along block 7 and ending at the landing just across the block
8 line. The road surface must have a finished depth at least 12” with a 16’ wide roadway and a
finished driving surface width of 12’ wide. Stone can be dug onsite, and a suitable stone pit
location will be determined.

A stone rake and 10-ton vibrating roller will also be required following grading operations. All
road edges including berms will be graded to a contour that allows for the sheet flow of water
from the driving surface to an area where it can infiltrate naturally or a ditch, if necessary, as
determined by the regional forester.

At the conclusion of the sale, 3,862’ haul road from the herbaceous opening entrance along
block 7 to the landing just across the block 8 line, as well as the 550’ of new road to be
constructed, must be seeded, mulched, and fertilized in accordance with the seeding
guidelines below.

All specified road work must be approved by the regional forester. Stone Requirements — all
values listed are estimates. Considerably more stone could be necessary depending on road
condition and operator care. All stone requirements assume a 16’ wide roadway with a 12’
wide driving surface once completed. See Attachment A.

If suitable stone is not found on site, the buyer must supply his own approved stone from
another source. The “minimum” sub-base requirements do not include stoning landings or
pipeline crossings. To properly fix roads and stone landing sites, considerably more sub-base
could be required. The stone locations will be identified by PGC personnel during road
improvement operations.

All haul roads used by operator will be suitably drained and crowned (2% - 6% slope) with a
road grader or dozer with a 6-way blade at conclusion of sale or if the roads are in poor
condition and the sale is going to be left idle for any length of time.

All road edges including breams will be graded to a contour that allows for the sheet flow of
water from the driving surface to an area where it can infiltrate naturally or a ditch if necessary,
as determined by the regional forester. Additional sub base material will be needed to fill
potholes prior to hauling on these roads. Sub base material will be added to areas in need at
the discretion of the forester-in-charge throughout the duration of the project.

Culverts

All specified roadwork must be approved by the regional forester. All newly installed culverts will
be smooth bore corrugated plastic pipe, trenched in with a backhoe or excavator. New culverts
must be set in a minimum of 4” of compacted 2RC gravel. The 12-foot road surface directly over
the new culverts must be a minimum of 12 inches deep of compacted 2RC aggregate. The
remaining 2RC will be tapered into the existing road elevation on either side of the pipe. This will
require 22 tons of 2RC gravel for each culvert, for a total of 66 tons for the installations. This
gravel is not available on the game land. It must be purchased off-site and delivered to the game
land. Newly installed culverts will also be properly set at correct angles to promote optimal
drainage. Outlets will be placed at the natural elevation of the land and have a minimum of % inch
and a maximum of % inch drop per foot and have head walls and end walls constructed of stone
or approved material. Old culverts will be removed from the site and properly disposed of. The
culvert locations will be identified by PGC personnel during the road improvement operations.

Ditches and other drainage structures

All landings are to be approved by the forester-in-charge. Main landing locations are designated
on the sale map.

Logging debris is to be kept to a minimum. All logs and pulpwood are to be marked to length in
the woods to eliminate short ends at the landings.

Prior to use, all topsoil must be scraped off landings and piled in one corner. At the conclusion of
the sale, that topsoil must be spread back out on the landings prior to seeding.

At the conclusion of the sale, all landings are to be leveled, cleared of debris, and seeded
according to specifications outlined below.

SKIDDING

Skid trails will be designated by the forester-in-charge. Existing trails are to be used for skidding
and must be left open and level.

No skidding will be allowed through streams, islands, or spring seeps.

Tops and debris must be kept out of all spring seeps and islands, and off roads, trails, power
lines, and herbaceous openings.

Skidders are to be kept off haul roads as much as possible.

Wet areas should be avoided when skidding and any treetops which are felled into small wet
areas should be left in the water rather than pulling them out.

If skid trails are to sit idle for one month or more, they are to have water bars added.
Main skid trails are to be leveled, open and have water bars added at the conclusion of the sale.

Maijor skid trails and areas at risk of erosion as determined by the regional forester will be graded
and seeded according to the below listed seeding requirements upon completion of operations.

Cut and fill skid trails must have the approval of the regional forester prior to the construction and
will need to be constructed according to BMP’s.

SEEDING OF ROADWAYS AND LANDINGS

At conclusion of sale all areas to be seeded will be properly graded with a grader or a dozer
with a six-way blade and stone raked to clear all rocks 4” and larger. Seeding will include
landings, and major skid trails as determined by the regional forester. All seeding will be
according to the following:

No woods operation will be permitted from March 1 thru April 15 without the permission of the
forester-in-charge.

The contractor, employees, and sub-contractors may not hunt to, from, or at the job site when the
work location is beyond a gated road that is closed to public traffic. The contractor may travel to
and from the work location on no-work days to check on the condition of equipment.

The contractor is responsible for the control and collection of fluids leaking from any equipment
used on the site. The contractor must have a spill containment and cleanup kit appropriate for the
equipment being used. At a minimum, the kit will contain: plugs and clamps to control hydraulic
line breaks, a container to collect leaking fluids, fluid absorbent pads and a shovel. Operating any



equipment noticeably leaking fluids is prohibited. The contractor must collect and control fluids
leaking from any equipment and dispose of properly.

It is unlawful to be present on State Game Lands from November 15 through December 15
inclusive when not engaged in lawful hunting or trapping and fail to wear a minimum of
250 square inches of daylight fluorescent-orange material on the head, chest, and back
combined, or in lieu thereof, a hat of the same colored material. The material shall be
worn so it is visible in a 360-degree arc.

9) MISCELLANEOUS

Operator must comply with the erosion and sedimentation control plan for the area.

Operator will supply all employees working on this site with a map and a copy of the sale
provisions.

All existing trails and at least one main skid trail are to be kept open as hunter access in each
block.

Violation of contract provisions by the operator may subject the operator or its employees or
contractors to fine based on Title 58 regulations.

11) PA RIGHT TO KNOW PROVISIONS

The Pennsylvania Right-to-Know Law, 65 P.S. §§ 67.101-3104, applies to this contract.

Unless the Contractor provides the Commonwealth, in writing, with the name and contact
information of another person, the agency shall notify the Contractor using the Contractor
information provided by the Contractor in SRM [or “the legal contact information provided in this
contract’] if the agency needs the Contractor’s assistance in any matter arising out of the Right
to Know Law (“RTKL”). The Contractor shall notify the agency in writing of any change in the
name or the contact information within a reasonable time prior to the change.

Upon notification from the Commonwealth that the Commonwealth requires the Contractor’s
assistance in responding to a RTKL request for records in the Contractor’s possession, the
Contractor shall provide the Commonwealth, within fourteen (14) calendar days after receipt of
such notification, access to, and copies of, any document or information in the Contractor’s
possession which arises out of the contract that the Commonwealth requests (“Requested
Information”) and provided such other assistance as the Commonwealth may request in order to
comply with the RTKL. If the Contractor fails to provide the Requested Information within
fourteen (14) calendar days after receipt of such request, the Contractor shall indemnify and hold
the Commonwealth harmless for any damages, penalties, detriment or harm that the
Commonwealth may incur as a result of the Contractor’s failure, including any statutory damages
assessed against the Commonwealth.

The Commonwealth’s determination as to whether the Requested Information is a public record
is dispositive of the question as between the parties. Contractor agrees not to challenge the
Commonwealth’s decision to deem the Requested Information a Public Record. If the Contractor
considers the Requested Information to include a request for a Trade Secret or Confidential
Proprietary Information, as those terms are defined by the RTKL, the Contractor will immediately
notify the Commonwealth, and will provide a written statement signed by a representative of the
Contractor explaining why the requested material is exempt from public disclosure under the
RTKL within seven (7) calendar days of receiving the request. If, upon review of the Contractor’s
written statement, the Commonwealth still decides to provide the Requested Information,
Contractor will not challenge or in any way hold the Commonwealth liable for such a decision.

The Commonwealth will reimburse the Contractor for any costs associated with complying with
this provision only to the extent allowed under the fee schedule established by the Office of Open
Records or as otherwise provided by the RTKL if the fee schedule is inapplicable.

Contractor agrees to abide by any decision to release a record to the public made by the Office
of Open Records, or by the Pennsylvania Courts. The Contractor agrees to waive all rights or
remedies that may be available to it as a result of the Commonwealth’s disclosure

of Requested Information pursuant to the RTKL. Contractor's duties relating to the RTKL are
continuing duties that survive the expiration of this contract and shall continue as long as the
Contractor has Requested Information in its possession.
